3 Common Mistakes -
3 Solutions

. Mistake #1 — Planning without God

“Come now, you who say, ‘Today or tomorrow we will go to
such and such a city, spend a year there, buy and sell,
and make a profit.” Verse 13

The Solution — Include God

“Instead you ought to say, ‘If the Lord wills, we shall live
and do this or that™ Verse 15

Il. Mistake #2 — Presuming about tomorrow

“Whereas you do not know what will happen tomorrow. For

what is your life? It is even a vapor that appears for a little
time and then vanishes away.” Verse 14

“But now you boast in your arrogance. All such boasting is
evil.” Verse 16

“Come,’ one says, ‘I will bring wine, and we will fill
ourselves with intoxicating drink; tomorrow will be as
today, and much more abundant.”

The Solution — Live one day at a time

lll. Mistake #3 — Putting off doing good

The Solution — Do it now!
