The people of God had been enslaved people for 400 years. They did not know
how to live and be free.
God wanted them to be free and planned to bring them into a land full of
provision and blessing.
Pentecost - Means 50
o Fifty days after they left Egypt, the Lord gave His people the law.
o God gave them the law so they would know Him, know how to follow Him,
and live a life that was not seduced by other gods.
o This became one of the Feasts that God asked the people to remember
yearly when they came into the promised land.
How do you usually perceive the Law that God gave the people?
When you read that God wanted to help them acclimate to their new life, does
that change your original perception of the law?
When Moses came down the mountain with God’s law, the people had made an
image to worship. God was angry because no image could imitate Him. WE are
supposed to bear His image and model His goodness.
