Discuss: Keys to a Transformed Life 

➢ Deny Self: What things do you think God would ask you to give up for your own good? 

➢ Walk in the Light: What is pleasing to God?  

➢ Cast Off Hindrances- How can you decide to do the opposite of sin? 

➢ Fix Our Eyes on Christ – When you compete, where do your eyes need to be? 

 

Pray:  

• Ask God to show you what He would have you deny yourself. 

• Ask God to show you what it looks like to have te mind of Christ. 

• Ask God for wisdom to know how to Imitate Christ. 

• Ask God to show you how to have more of a Mercy Ships mentality rather than a Cruise
